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reason for the existence of a handful of 
people in this remote area. It was here that 
a supposed spring was found in the dry 
riverbed - the river was named Todd after 
the Postmaster General, and the spring, 
Alice, after his wife. 
After lunch, we fly to the Red Centre and 
transfer to Walpa Gorge where we will walk 
between the mighty conglomerate domes 
that make up Kata Tjuta and learn how 
they have evolved over millions of years. 
Check-in to Sails in the Desert later today.
After dinner, we depart to view the 
incredible art installation, Field of Light.  
In keeping with the desert’s vast scale, this 
is Munro’s largest work to date; more than 
50,000 slender stems crowned with radiant 
frosted-glass spheres glows over an area 
the size of four football fields. The spheres, 
illuminated through solar power, bloom as 
darkness falls under a sky brilliant with stars.

Day 4  |  Uluru
This morning we will fully appreciate the 
unsurpassed splendour of Central Australia 
from an incredible perspective. Marvel 
as we fly  above  Uluru, Kata Tjuta, Lake 
Amadeus and Kings Canyon for yet another 
unforgettable Red Centre experience. Upon 
landing at Kings Creek Station, journey 
through magnificent desert oaks, cruise 
over rolling red sand dunes, and take in

This 
afternoon, we visit Ellery Creek Big Hole, 
an internationally significant geological 
site before arriving at Flynn Memorial, 
the resting place for the ashes of the 
Reverend John Flynn, founder of the 
Flying Doctor Service and the Australian 
Inland Mission.
